South Fairhope Community Action Plan (Project No. ECO001-17)
Progress Report and Initial Findings

Submitted by Gulf Coast Community Design Studio

January 16, 2018

The Gulf Coast Community Design Studio (GCCDS), a professional outreach arm of Mississippi State
University’s College of Architecture, Art and Design, has been working with the City of Fairhope's
Community and Economic Development Department and residents of the South Fairhope community
since January 2017 to identify community needs and strategies. GCCDS entered into a formal contract
with the City of Fairhope to complete the South Fairhope Community Action Plan in July 2017. The
following is a summary of work completed to date, initial findings and next steps.

Completed to Date

* Facilitated 6 community meetings between January 2017 and December 2018

e Individual meetings with City and County Staff and other community stakeholders

¢ Community-driven survey completed December 2017. Results have been analyzed and
geocoded based on reported addresses for use in GIS.

Overview of Survey Findings

e 117 Completed Surveys = 23% response rate. (There are an estimated 516 households in the
survey area based on a windshield survey/housing count on 10/17/2017. See Figure 1.) This is

considered excellent given that a normal response rate is between 10% and 15%. It is important
to note that the survey was not conducted based on a random sample from the survey area, but

instead on a self-selecting basis.
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e Homeownership: 73% Own vs. 26% Rent. The average tenure is 29 years, but this is an
understatement because many respondents put “lifetime” or gave a number with a plus sign;
neither of which could be factored into the average.

* 36% reported living within the City of Fairhope while 58% reported living in Baldwin County. 6%
did not know which jurisdiction they were in.

* Household Make-up: 43% with Seniors, 42% with Children under 18, and 25% with Physical
Disabilities

e Voting: 90% reported being registered to vote and 8% reported not being registered to vote (3%
did not know if they are registered). Of those registered to vote, 87% reported voting regularly.
75% of the County residents responded that they would like to be able to vote on Fairhope City
issues and elections. 8% of County residents did not want to vote on Fairhope city issues and
elections. 5% were indifferent.

e Housing Needs *open-ended question: The top reported housing needs could be classified as
repairs and included roofs, windows, floors, fortification measures and HVAC. These were
closely followed by the need for accessibility retrofits including ramps and railings. It was also
reported that many, particularly the elderly, could use assistance with regular maintenance and
upkeep.

¢ Community Needs *open-ended question: The top reported needs centered on issues of
pedestrian and transportation-related safety. Requests included more sidewalks, lighting, traffic
calming measures and additional bus stops. Other requests included community clean-
up/beautification efforts and more stores including grocery stores and restaurants.

o Community Priorities: An initial list of community priorities was determined based on input
from the Community Advisory Committee and the City of Fairhope. Survey respondents were
asked to rate the topic areas from 1 (lowest priority) to 5 (highest priority} and were given the
option to write in and rank other topic areas they feel are important. The scores below
represent the sum of the scores given by all respondents.

Priority Score
Opportunities for Youth 507
Employment/Cost of Living 474
Representation in Government 473
Infrastructure (sidewalks, lighting, streets, et.) 469
Current Housing Conditions 451
Drainage & Flooding 442
Services (Police, fire, water, sewer, etc.) 407
Annexation (becoming part of the City of Fairhope) 406
Growth of Surrounding Area 400

e Best Means of Communication for Future Outreach: Churches (60), mail (27), barbershops (20),
and Rotary Youth Club (15). Other methods including email, phone, social media, and local
news/radio each received less than 10 responses.

The City Council, City of Fairhope, met in regular session at
6:00 p.m., Fairhope Municipal Complex Council Chamber,
161 North Section Street, Fairhope, Alabama 36532, on

Monday, 8 January 2018.

Present were Council President Jack Burrell, Councilmembers: Jay Robinson,
Jimmy Conyers, and Kevin Boone, Mayor Karin Wilson, City Attorney Marcus E.
McDowell, and City Clerk Lisa A. Hanks. Councilmember Robert Brown and Mayor
Karin Wilson were absent.

There being a quorum present, Council President Burrell called the meeting to
order. The invocation was given by Reverend A. B. Sawyer, Associate Pastor of First
Baptist Church, and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Council President Burrell stated there was a need to add on an agenda item
after Agenda Item Number 17: a Resolution Award Bid for a Split-Fuel Tank for the
Marina (“Fairhope Docks”) for the City of Fairhope (Bid Number 009-18) to
Alabama Tank, Inc., with a total bid proposal of $62,285.00.

Councilmember Boone moved to add on the above-mentioned item not on the
printed agenda. Seconded by Councilmember Robinson, motion passed unanimously
by voice vote.

Council President Burrell announced that Agenda Item Number 5: Mayor
Wilson’s veto of Resolution No. 2958-17 is being pulled from the agenda at the
request of Mayor Wilson and from advice of our attorneys that this item was not
necessary.

Councilmember Robinson moved to approve minutes of the 18 December
2017, regular meeting; minutes of the 18 December 2017, work session; and minutes
of the 18 December 2017, agenda meeting; and minutes of the 29 December 2017
special-called City Council meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Boone, motion
passed unanimously by voice vote.

Lynn Maser, on behalf of Mayor Wilson, addressed the City Council and
presented Aimee Risser, CEO of Big Brothers Big Sisters of South Alabama, Inc.,
with a proclamation, on behalf of the Mayor and City Council, proclaiming January
National Mentoring Month in the City of Fairhope.

The following individuals spoke during Public Participation for Agenda

Billy Wise, 104 Par Circle, addressed the City Council regarding Agenda Item
Number 8: an Ordinance Establishing an Entertainment District for the City of
Fairhope. Mr. Wise stated he was not in favor of the Entertainment Ordinance. He
questioned how the City was going to enforce the problems with minors, alcohol
leaving establishments, and alcohol going into the establishments. This ordinance is
not in the best interest for Fairhope. He said this ordinance will not help us to remain
“Fairhope” and Fairhope is not a beach community. It is a family friendly
environment.

Jerry Henry, 124 D’estrehan, addressed the City Council regarding Agenda Item
Number 8: an Ordinance Establishing an Entertainment District for the City of
Fairhope. Dr. Henry stated he was not in favor of the Entertainment Ordinance. He
said the Downtown District is a family friendly environment and is concerned with
alcohol being a part of that. Dr. Henry said that if we have alcohol during these
events, these will not be family friendly events.

Lisette Norman, 105 South Bayview, addressed the City Council regarding Agenda
Item Number 8: an Ordinance Establishing an Entertainment District for the City of
Fairhope. Ms. Norman stated she was in favor of the Entertainment Ordinance. She
mentioned seeing a town that was dead and after establishing an Entertainment
District, it became alive. She said this would be good for social gatherings, diversity,
and aesthetics.

Jane Wise, 104 Par Circle, addressed the City Council regarding Agenda Item
Number 8: an Ordinance Establishing an Entertainment District for the City of
Fairhope. Ms. Wise stated she was not in favor of the Entertainment Ordinance. She
said, “if you build it, they will come.” Ms. Wise commented Mayor Wilson has a bar
in the middle of the Central Business District and been promoting this ordinance.
Ms. Wise asked if this is a conflict for a public official for the ordinance who has an
establishment.

Claude Puckett, citizen of Fairhope, addressed the City Council regarding Agenda
Item Number 8: an Ordinance Establishing an Entertainment District for the City of
Fairhope. Mr. Puckett stated he was not in favor of the Entertainment Ordinance and
agreed with all who were against it.

Councilmember Robinson wished everyone a Happy New Year and then said,

“Roll Tide.”

Councilmember Conyers reminded everyone of the Chocolate and

Champagne event for the Fairhope Public Library on January 27, 2018. He also
mentioned the passing of Ed Rodriguez who had a great relationship with the
Chambers of Commerce in Baldwin County.

Councilmember Boone also wished everyone a Happy New Year.
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Council President Burrell recognized Jack Marlow who is in attendance. Mr.
Marlow is Life Scout who is working on his communications badge toward becoming
an Eagle Scout.

Council President Burrell also recognized the Fairhope High School Wrestling
Team. Assistant Wrestling Coach Terry Eby said they were in their second season
and wanted to get knowledge out to the public about wrestling. He announced the
Fairhope Team will hosting Daphne and Robertsdale tomorrow night at 5:30 p.m.
Coach Eby recognized Senior Gibbs Sherrell, Senior Reese Rowell, and Junior Jack
Smith who are members of the Wrestling Team.

A Public Hearing was held as advertised on a proposed ordinance to amend
Zoning Ordinance No. 1253. Councilmember Boone introduced in writing Ordinance
No. 1610, an ordinance to rezone the property of Robert and Debra Green from R-1
Low Density Single Family Residential District to B-2 General Business District.
This property is generally located 415 N. Greeno Road, Fairhope, Alabama. Tax
Parcels: 05-46-03-39-0-002-152.017, 05-46-03-39-0-002-152.018, Portion of 05-46-
03-39-0-002-152.010, and Portion of 05-46-03-39-0-002-152.000. The Planning
Commission gave a favorable recommendation of this ordinance. Council President
Burrell read the proposed ordinance.

Planning Director Wayne Dyess briefly explained the proposed ordinance. He stated
this piece of property is non-conforming to be zoned R-1. Mr. Dyess said there are
between 23,000 to 24,000 vehicle trips in front of this business in 2015.

Bobby Green, owner of property, stated it has been a year and a week from the
Planning Commission application for this proposed rezone. The self-imposed
restrictions for the property are convenience store, auto repair, or dry-cleaning
businesses. Attorney Daniel Blackburn said it would be an unnecessary act putting
these restrictions in the deed.

Council President Burrell opened the Public Hearing at 6:36 p.m.

1) Claude Puckett, Maple Street, addressed the City Council and stated anything the
Greens undertake will be immaculate like their house and business. He
recommended the rezone and said it would be an asset to the City.

No one present opposed the proposed ordinance, the Public Hearing closed at 6:38
p.m. Councilmember Conyers stated the self-imposed restrictions are the only reason
we are back due to a new Supreme Court ruling. The Greens have waited long
enough. Councilmember Robinson stated we have heard this item several times and
are ready to move on.
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Council President Burrell commented we do not have an Overlay District in the area
and we need it now. He said we will be setting a precedence allowing B-2 in this
area. Mr. Dyess replied the City is working on an Overlay District, but it takes time.
He also mentioned the City is seeking grant funding to help with the district.

In order to take immediate action, Councilmember Conyers moved for immediate
consideration. Seconded by Councilmember Robinson, motion for immediate
consideration passed unanimously by the following voice votes: AYE — Burrell,
Robinson, Conyers, and Boone. NAY - None. Councilmember Robinson then
moved for final adoption of Ordinance No. 1610. Seconded by Councilmember
Conyers, motion for final adoption passed by the following voice votes: AYE —
Burrell, Robinson, Conyers, and Boone. NAY — None.

A Public Hearing was held as advertised on a proposed ordinance to amend
Zoning Ordinance No. 1253. Councilmember Robinson introduced in writing
Ordinance No. 1611, an ordinance to amend Article V, Section B. Central Business
District Overlay Proposed Expansion. The Planning Commission gave a favorable
recommendation of this ordinance. Council President Burrell read the proposed
ordinance.

Planning Director Wayne Dyess briefly explained the proposed ordinance and stated
the only part that was changed from the last ordinance was the required parking.

Council President Burrell opened the Public Hearing at 6:45 p.m.

1) Bryan Britt, Echo Rouge Lane, addressed the City Council and asked that they
consider this amendment tonight. He said there are several projects waiting and did
not want to present any delays. Mr. Britt said he was in favor of the ordinance.

No one present opposed the proposed ordinance, the Public Hearing closed at 6:47
p.m. Councilmember Robinson commented he liked the ordinance as presented
before and likes it as is. Councilmember Conyers said this is the same scenario as the
Greens’ rezone ordinance. Councilmember Boone said he was all for the ordinance.

In order to take immediate action, Councilmember Boone moved for immediate
consideration.  Seconded by Councilmember Conyers, motion for immediate
consideration passed unanimously by the following voice votes: AYE — Burrell,
Robinson, Conyers, and Boone. NAY — None. Councilmember Boone then moved
for final adoption of Ordinance No. 1611. Seconded by Councilmember Conyers,
motion for final adoption passed by the following voice votes: AYE — Burrell,
Robinson, Conyers, and Boone. NAY — None. Council President Burrell stated we
were here three to four years ago and now glad the Planning Commission moved
forward with this.
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Councilmember Conyers moved for final adoption of an ordinance to establish
an Entertainment District for the City of Fairhope. (Introduced at the December 18,
2017 City Council Meeting) Council President Burrell handed the gavel down to
Council President Pro Tempore Robinson and then seconded the motion.

Councilmember Conyers stated he agreed with Billy Wise if the ordinance was 365
days, but it is just for special events. He said people are doing this already; and the
ordinance states it would be one hour before and one hour after the event.
Councilmember Conyers commented this will help businesses who are being fined by
the Alcoholic Beverage Commission.

Council President Burrell echoed what Councilmember Conyers stated; and said it
would be extremely limited for special events. He said good friends have spoken
against it; yet during the symphony on the bluff there are tables with tablecloths with
two bottles of wine on these. This is not being enforced and we have an open
container law. He said this would make it right to do what they are already doing.
Council President Burrell said it would be slightly hypocritical to not vote for this
ordinance if not enforcing the open container law.

Councilmember Boone state he understood what you have said, but we cannot have a
family friendly environment with alcohol on the streets of Fairhope.

Councilmember Robinson state he was on the fence about this ordinance; and he does
not know if it impacts or not impacts the City. Councilmember Robinson said he has
only heard negative comments against this from the last meeting.

After further discussion, motion for final adoption failed by the following voice
votes: AYE — Burrell and Conyers. NAY — Robinson and Boone.

Councilmember Conyers introduced in writing, and moved for the adoption of
the following resolution, a resolution that the City of Fairhope has voted to procure
additional On-Call Professional Consulting Services for Construction Plan Review by
the International Code Council for the Building Department with a not to exceed
$30,000.00. Seconded by Councilmember Boone, motion passed unanimously by
voice vote.

Council President Burrell commented he wants to know ahead of time what has been
budgeted. Ms. Botop mentioned that the Financial Advisory Committee already
approved going forward with the grant. Mr. John said this is a good figure at
$500,000.00.

Councilmember Conyers stated there is a lot of traffic not locals and concerned about
this. Mr. Johnson said everyone pays or must be a citizen of Fairhope during our
busy season when we man the booth.

The MS4 Dry Weather Screening “Outfall Assessment” Notification Procedures was
discussed by Planning Director Wayne Dyess and Environmental Code Enforcement
Officer Kim Burmeister. Mr. Dyess briefly explained the Outfall Assessment and
then turned the topic over to Ms. Burmeister who stated this is a requirement for our
stormwater permit. Ms. Burmeister said this is over and beyond the Operation and
Maintenance. This assessment is to check for properly functioning outfalls.

Operations Director Richard Peterson briefly explained the needed soffit repair work
and lack of ventilation at the Recreation Center Building. Mr. Peterson said he was
looking towards infrared heating; and had met with Recreation Director Tom Kuhl
and Walt Bolton with BES to discuss this project. Mr. Peterson mentioned he would
like to negotiate with BES and have Council approve a not to exceed amount.

The Debris Management Plan for the City of Fairhope was explained by John
Saraceno. He explained the need for signatures and approval to send to the EMA and
FEMA for their approval. Mr. Saraceno said then the plan would come back for final
Council approval via a resolution.
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e Councilmember Conyers mentioned the Library Foundation’s Chocolate and
Champagne Event being held on January 27, 2018.

e Council President Burrell stated he and Councilmember Brown met three to four
days hours at a time on the budget; and gave the edits to the Finance Department.
Council President Burrell stated that Friday he found out the Recreation Department
had $330,000.00 more in the budget that had been inadvertently left out.

He mentioned the projected revenue includes rate increases for all four Utilities.
Council President Burrell commented that the City Council needs to look at the
budget in detail. He said if we don’t increase rates, revenue projections will
decrease. Council President Burrell said he didn’t have a problem with some of these
rate increases. Councilmember Robinson asked if there is a competitive list for rates
and show services are in line with competitive rates. Electric Superintendent Joe
Wolchina said that he would get with Richard Peterson for rate structures.

e Richard Johnson addressed the City Council and gave a TAP grant update. He stated
the aluminum bridge has arrived. Mr. Johnson commented that the State Alabama
Emergency Management will handle the Hurricane Nate projects. He stated the City
met the intent of the Federal Regulations, but the disadvantage businesses were to be
included and notified of the bid. Mr. Johnson said permits were issued for the pier
repairs too.

The time following a workplace fatality is tragic,
especially for family and friends of the
deceased. This guide explains the roles of the
Occupational Safety and Health Administration
(OSHA), the police, and the coroner after a
workplace fatality. This guide also describes the
steps taken by each after the accident and lists
resources that family and friends may find
helpful.

The information provided is general, so you
should contact the organizations listed at the
end of this brochure for more specific
information.

The  Occupational  Safety  and Health
Administration  (OSHA)  will initiate  an
investigation as soon as possible after being
notified of a fatality in the workplace.
Investigations can be complex and may take
several months to complete. OSHA works in
cooperation with the police and other
government agencies, when necessary, as part
of its investigation. OSHA will conduct an
investigation to determine the cause of the
accident and may issue citations with monetary
penalties to the employer if violations of the
OSHA Act are found. You are encouraged to
contact your local OSHA office if you have any
information that may be helpful to the
investigation. A fatal accident does not always
lead to issuance of citations. If a decision is
made to issue citations, copies of the citations
will be mailed to you. The amount of
information that OSHA can give you or your
legal representative before the investigation is
completed is restricted under the Freedom of
Information Act (FOIA).

WhatthelPolice Dol

The police normally respond to workplace
fatalities and are responsible for contacting
family members. They will also inform the
coroner’s office and prepare a summary of
evidence for the coroner. Personal property
found on the deceased will be returned to the
next of kin or immediate family members as
soon as possible. In some instances, it may be
necessary to retain certain items until the
investigation has been completed. Clothing is
usually disposed of when the decease is
admitted to the mortuary.

To assist the coroner, a police officer will take
statements and prepare a report. Police officers
will ask you questions about the deceased and
the circumstances of the death. Usually, they
will be able to obtain most of the necessary
information when they first speak with you.
However, there may be follow-up questions and
statements to be signed so that the file can be
sent to the coroner. The police and OSHA
inspectors will conduct independent
investigations. OSHA will determine whether any
workplace health and safety laws have been
broken, while the police consider matters of
criminal law.

Each county has its own coroner. The coroners
are  responsible  for  investigating  the
circumstances surrounding certain fatalities,
including accidental workplace deaths. This
investigation may include an autopsy if the
coroner decides that such a procedure is
necessary to determine the cause of death. An
autopsy may not be performed if the coroner
decides the death was due to natural causes.
Upon the conclusion of the coroner's
investigation, the deceased will be released to
the funeral home that you specify.

A death certificate will be issued by the coroner
after the investigation is completed. The death
certificate may be obtained from the coroner or the
Department of Health and Environment.

The coroner, in most circumstances, will release the
deceased to the funeral director after the post-
mortem examination and identification has been
completed. A list of funeral directors can be located
in the Yellow pages of the telephone directory. A
viewing of the deceased, and burial arrangements,
can be arranged with the funeral director.

Certified copies of death certificates are usually
necessary for Social Security Benefits, life insurance
policy claims, transfers of financial instruments and
tangible property, tax returns and numerous other
claims. These are obtained from the county in
which death occurred or the State Dept. of Vital
Statistics. We suggest that you phone these offices
before visiting. If an autopsy was performed and
you wish to have a copy of the report, you should
contact the coroner of the county where the death
occurred.
