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What Should I know About 
                Golf Balls
Ball Selection – Important Regardless of your handicap
Most golfers do not have a swing coach with a machine to analyze your swing and tell you which compression ball is right for you.  We have to learn by trial and error. The following information may help in determining the correct ball for your game.

Information about Golf Balls:
Your swing speed with the driver should be 5 to 10 mph higher than the compression of your golf ball to maximize distance with the driver.

The more spin a ball has the more it will hook or slice which may cost you distance off the tee.

Typically the higher price the ball the more spin you get around the greens

Control around the greens should trump distance off the tee

Low compression and low spin is your best chance for long and straight.

Med/High compression and high spin is your best chance for control around the greens.

Ionomer  (Surlyn) covers typically feel harder than Urethane covers. 

A 2 piece ball usually feels harder than a 3, 4 or 5 piece ball.

If you fail to compress the ball enough (like a slow swinger using a high-compression ball), you will lose some distance, but the major difference will be that the ball feels hard. You will also not be able to produce as much spin on the ball, since the ball did not flatten as much against the club and engage in the optimum amount of friction. This will give you longer rollout though, which is why the total distance loss is not severe.

If you OVER-compress the ball, you get STRANGE shots. The ball will lose a lot of energy due to the poor transfer and over-compression. The ball basically flattens TOO much. It may rebound in strange ways, depending on the balance of the ball itself. This ball will also spin wildly, and often come up significantly short.
When playing in cold weather, a higher compressed ball will have the feel of a rock because of the density and cold temperatures. During cold weather, you may want to use a lower compression ball to provide some added flexibility coming off of the club.
Recommendations:
Its time to make a few purchases and head out to the golf course.
First putt a few with different types of balls. See which one feels good to you.

Second, hit a few tee shots with a couple of different balls and see which ones you like the best. 
Third, hit a few iron shots with a couple of different balls and see which ones you like the best.

Fourth, hit several types of shots from 100 yards and in, including chip shots, pitches, sand shots and putts.

Fifth, choose the ball that does the most to improve your game.
