GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

Service to include:

Mobilize, set up activate, deactivate and demobilize equipment, and freight. Prior to acceptance, all
equipment shall be assembled and fully serviced, and ready for operation, including initial startup
supplies.

Awarded vendor will be responsible for all necessary service above and beyond normal wear and
maintenance, with repairs to be accomplished within seventy-two (72) hours of notification of out of
service.

Design

The equipment shall be of commercial design and shall be complete with all of the necessary
accessories as shown and described herein.

Equipment Maintenance

WARRANTY

The Lessor warrants that equipment and materials provided, and all Work performed on the leased
equipment shall conform to professional standards of care and practice in effect at the time the Work
is performed, be of the highest quality, and be free from all faults, defects or errors.
